The 2004 – 2005 school year opened with strong student interest in forming

a rugby team and several students approached the new Assistant Dean, Scott Mullen '99.  He spoke to Spanish Teacher & Asst. Campus Minister Tom Farren ‘94, and the two decided to gauge student interest.  At the first informational meeting held in Nov. 4, 2004, over 57 students showed up.  With this interest level, and after speaking to faculty members (and soon-to-be coaches) Kevin Maloney ‘00 and Brian McCloskey ‘91, Mullen and Farren approached the administration.  This year, with the support of the students and the willingness of four members of the faculty to serve as coaches, the club was approved by the administration.  This first year, as with most clubs, the club is in "unoffical" status, which allows us to work within the framework of the school.  Next year, the club should be promoted to "official" club status.  

Scott Mullen registered the team and the players with the Eastern Pennsylvania Rugby Union (EPRU) and USA Rugby.

Practice began in January at Memorial Hall field in Fairmount Park, and games began in March.  The players came to practice in 10 inches of snow, in mud, in torrential downpours, and in 90 degree heat.  In other words, this team knew what was required of rugby players and they were willing to meet that challenge.
