Media Men’s Rugby 2009 Beach Rugby

 

Media Rugby is hosting its first annual beach rugby tournament this summer 2009.  The team has an annual 7's tournament in early January, and it is a great social event.  This beach rugby has the potential to equal that tournament (although beach in June will always win the tie-breaker over frozen pitch in January).  

From the official invite:

· The tournament will be played in Wildwood, NJ on the beach between Morey's Pier and Adventure Pier on Saturday June, 6th from 1:00-4:30.  

· We intend to have only ten teams (8 players a team) in this year's tournament.  

· Teams will be assured a spot on a first come first serve basis and the entry fee will be $160 ($20 a man).  

· Teams will be split up into two 5 team pools with games to be played round robin style on 2 fields.  

· The remaining rules for beach rugby are below.

  

If you cannot or do not wish to play please do come out and support this event.  It’s an opportunity to go down the beach for a day/weekend and have a good time.  We anticipate having our after party at Keenan's in Wildwood, although that has yet to be finalized.

Just include the team name, and the roster of guys that will be on the team.  There will be an update with the teams and the odds (to be set once teams are finalized).

Beach Rugby Rules:

1. The playing area will have the following measurements: Length: 31 meters (tolerance +/- 1 m) including In-goal (3 meters each) Breadth: 25 meters (tolerance +/- 1 m).

2. The try is worth one point and there are no goals after a try.

3. It is not allowed to kick the ball.

4. Line-out is eliminated and play is reassumed by a free kick.

5. The distance from the ball for penalty kicks or kick-off shall be 5 meters. If this distance is not observed, the referee will ascribe a further 5-meter penalty to the player.

6. Kickoffs at the beginning of a game and after tries will consist of a free kick.  In the case of a try the team who surrendered the try will have the restart.

7. A match consists of two halves of 5 minutes each with a 3 minutes’ interval.

8. In case a match ends in a draw, an additional limitless period will be played under the sudden-death rule, i.e. the fist scoring team is the winner.

9. Teams will be made up of eight players with five players permitted on the field at a time.  Substitutions are unlimited, but may only take place during a stoppage in play.
